to continue without disruption and clients were informed of
progress.
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To minimise disruption fo residents from scaffolding, mobile
platforms were in place within the courtyards in order to
gain access to higher floors. Due to parking restrictions on
site, scaffolding was erected along with elevation on Bury
Place where cherry pickers would not be viable to use.

On-going consideration was given to the tenants of Pied
Bull Yard to avoid working around busy working periods,

especially during heavy foot-fall periods for outside clientele.
The works included weekend work.
